To cultivate a critical appreciation of the enduring questions
constituting the philosophical heritage;

To explore the relation between philosophical and religious thought;
and

To prepare students for graduate study.

1. Engage in the disciplined practice of asking questions about God, the
world, and themselves, including questions for which there may be no
easy answers.
